Remember you have to be comfortable and be able to sit down
while wearing your armour.
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A good starting point is football shin pads. Secure your Greek

greaves to them. You can make them from cardboard and tied
around the back of your legs as well.

If you want a sword, make it from cardboard, no hard plastic swords or wooden
swords will be allowed. You can get good soft foam swords from supermarkets and
toyshops. Greek swords were quite short, so you will need to cut them down.

If you want a spear, make it from cardboard too.
Make sure the spear point is blunt and safe.

Any weapons that do not meet the workshop leader’s
safety standards will be confiscated.
