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Year 4 Newsletter – Summer 1 2024

The purpose of this newsletter is to provide you with information and reminders which we hope you and your child will find useful.
In our year group this term we will have the following adults;

Mr Rayner, our PE coach, will be teaching some of the PE lessons.
Maths
The objectives we will cover are as follows:

· I can round any number to the nearest 10, 100 or 1000, using the context of measures
· I can divide 1,000 into 2, 4, 5 or 10 equal parts and read scales / number lines marked in these multiples
· I can recognise that hundredths arise when dividing an object by 100 and dividing tenths by ten

· I can recognise and write the decimal equivalent of any number of tenths or hundredths
· I can solve simple money and measurement problems involving fractions and decimals to two decimal places
· I can recognise and write the decimal equivalent to 1/4, 1/2 and 3/4, showing it on a number line.

In Arithmetic, we will be focusing on the following areas:

· Finding fractions of a quantity

· Adding numbers with up to four digits, using formal written methods

· Subtracting numbers with up to four digits, using formal written methods

· Finding the effect of dividing a single-digit number by 100

· Subtracting fractions with the same denominator
English 
This half term in English, we will be reading the Kensuke’s Kingdom by Michael Morpurgo as well as some of Aesop’s fables as our novel studies. The children will be using these texts as their model to write narratives, newspaper reports, persuasive leaflets and non-chronological reports.
In SPAG, we will be focusing on using adjectives, verbs and adverbials included fronted adverbials. We will also be focusing on a range of punctuation including inverted commas for direct speech.
Within spelling sessions, the children will learn how to spell a variety of words that contain suffixes. This will include the suffix ‘ous’. 
Reading
In SQUIRT (Super Quality Uninterrupted Independent Reading Time) we will be reading the text the ‘’Kensuke’s Kingdom’ by Michael Morpurgo. Within these sessions, we will focus on the following skills: 
· Decoding, fluency and prosody (use of expression) when reading aloud 

· Inference – reading between the lines 
· Understanding and sequencing the main points of the text

· Exploring the vocabulary used
Science

This half term the children will be learning about ‘The Water Cycle’. As part of this unit the children will learn:

· To understand and observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure or research the temperature at which this happens in degrees Celsius (°C).
· To understand and identify the part played by evaporation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature.
· To understand and identify the part played by condensation in the water cycle and explain the process.
· To understand, identify and explain the different stages of the water cycle.
· To compare different environmental conditions and explain which affects water the most.
· To compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases.
Primary Knowledge Curriculum

Our Geography topic is all about ‘Eastern Europe’. As part of this unit of learning, the children will learn:

· To identify the different countries and their capital cities found in Eastern Europe.
· To identify and describe the climate of Eastern Europe.
· To identify and describe the key physical features (e.g. beach, cliff, coast, forest, hill, mountain, sea, ocean, river, soil, valley, vegetation) of Eastern Europe using geographical vocabulary.
· To identify and describe the key human features of Eastern Europe using geographical vocabulary.
· To identify key human features (e.g. town, city, village, factory, farm, house, office, port) of a country in Eastern Europe using geographical vocabulary.

Art

This half term the children will be learning about ‘Design’. As part of this unit the children will learn:

· To understand and explain elements of art.
· To understand how to create my own artwork in the style of a known artist.
· To understand how to use contrasting colours to provoke emotion in my artwork.
· To understand how to evaluate my work, comparing it to an artist.
P.E.
For Outdoor PE, children will focus on Athletics and Indoor PE will be Tennis.
